II. Travel grant

III. International Travel Grant

He mentioned where to apply, how to apply and who is eligible to apply for. He pointed out that the most of the mathematics faculties apply for National Science Foundation (NSF) Grant. As for example he pointed out ASU has a budget of amount 3 hundred and 93 million of which 93 million comes from research grant and 123 million comes from research/education/community.

Unsolicited Grant: has a target date(Nov. 15th)

By answering the questions he showed the paper documents he wrote for proposal to get grant on the topic he was working entitled “Dynamics and Control of Semiconductor Manufacturing Lines”

While answering the question from our part about scope opportunities of Graduate  Student s to get grant he clearly mentioned where and how to get grants and  supplied  addresses on the Web. At the end he asked us to write a proposal and submit it to him to review for formal submission.
